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“Our policy of peace provides for 8 main
objectives.”
Implementation of a peaceful, coherent, pragmatic
and principled policy is the main objective of the
Government of Georgia and the strategic line of
conflict resolution, which is focused on the
restoration of integrity and the country
development;
Georgia’s policy of peace includes two main
directions: de-occupation of the country and

reconciliation of the communities separated by the conflict. At the same time, it is associated with the
common vision of the future in the united European Georgia, where rights and identity of all citizens and
ethnic groups are protected.
Consequently, democratic development, stability and economic prosperity of Georgia, as well as creation of a
state of European model, is one of the keys to conflict resolution.
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The unresolved conflict and the current situation do not serve the interests of either Georgian, or Abkhazian,
or Ossetian communities. That’s why it is necessary that the peace process acquires more dynamics.
The primary interest of the Government of Georgia is peace and stability in the country and the region, which
should not be identified as an attempt to stabilize the current situation. The conflict resolution is the very
precondition for sustainable peace and stability.
Therefore, the policy of the Government of Georgia is aimed at taking more dynamic and effective actions,
reconciliation and confidence-building, improvement of the situation of the conflict-affected communities,
transformation of the current situation and, consequently, creation of a firm basis for a peaceful and full-scale
resolution of the conflict.
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
